CP1 in Canterbury with representatives from over 85 countries attending this year’s seminar.  In her closing remarks Madame Aloisi de Larderel stressed that it is time to couple priorities with strategic alliances (e.g. with Ministries of Finance and Industry) to maximize the efforts that are being made. She emphasized that the “clear, crisp” concept of preventing rather than controlling or cleaning up pollution should remain the underlying fundamental principle of cleaner production. In addition, Madame Aloisi de Larderel encouraged the cleaner production community to understand market signals and incentives and how they can enhance cleaner production initiatives


High-level panels at CP6 addressed a variety of topics including: facing new challenges, progress on the International Declaration on Cleaner Production, technology innovations and cleaner production, twinning industrial ecology and cleaner production and perspectives for the next decade. 

Outcomes of parallel sessions and panel discussions were presented at the closing session and are summarized below:

International Cleaner Production Declaration

· Factor environmental accountability into decision-making

· Keep the declaration fresh through dialogue and implementation

· Eco-efficiency should permeate the complete value chain and lead to improved quality of life.

Government Policy and Strategy

· Integrate cleaner production  (CP) into all domains of public policy (developing countries to base industrial planning on CP principles; governments of developed countries to lead by example)

National Cleaner Production Centres (NCPCs)

· For long-term sustainability, NCPCs need to operate on a business basis

· Each centre can specialize in a few specific cleaner technologies complemented by access to networks

· NCPCs should create capacity in other CP providers by sharing latest know-how

How to Finance CP

· Integrate CP into government policies and accounting practices

· Strengthen capacity in enterprises, financial institutions, business schools, media

· Encourage revolving funds

Consumption

· Need clearer delineation of what sustainable consumption means

· Need to better understand consumption drivers (e.g. citizen v. consumer) as well as age-specific patterns (e.g. youth, elderly)

· Promote business opportunities, explore Product System Service (especially design).
