A PERSPECTIVE FROM YOUTH

People under the age of 20 represent over 40 percent of the world’s population. They are future decision-makers and they represent a large proportion of consumer demand. If cleaner production and sustainable consumption (SC) are only engaging decision-makers from business and government, and not those representing the demand side, we will achieve only one-sided change.

Logistical support and information should be provided to youth networks to enable dialogue with the grassroots. As well, financial support is needed for meaningful youth projects that engage them in CP and SC. 

Finally, it is important to look for financial support for developing countries to continue their cleaner production and sustainable consumption efforts.
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
