Municipal Workgroup as a concept

-Who should we approach to participate in the workgroup?

-challenge: who’s doing what and who to contact

-many departments within larger municipalities that could be interested

-instead of forming sub-groups on the various P2 topics, i.e. pesticides, policy integration, wastewater, internal training, procurement, etc., one group would be formed to address all pollution prevention issues.  This format would enable integration of issues internally in each municipality

-each municipality may have an internal champion on an issue that may be 

able to spearhead such an initiative

-idea of bringing in other groups (i.e. chamber of commerce, community-based organizations, NGOs), this may be too adverserial, suggestion to focus strictly on municipal pollution prevention practitioners and to keep it broad

Role of the Workgroup

-technical advisory committee to the FCM and others on pollution prevention issues

-network for municipal P2 practitioners

-direct input into the designing of a municipal session at next year’s Roundtable

-help municipalities identify opportunities and implement P2

-advance the concept of community sustainability through pollution prevention

National Pollution Prevention Roundtable – Local Government Workgroup

-U.S. Local Government Workgroup is part of National Pollution Prevention Roundtable, members meet every Roundtable

-the U.S. Local Government Workgroup was started because there was no place for local government to talk about prevention strategies

-the U.S. equivalent to FCM is NACO (National Association of Counties) they were approached as a partner and participate on the Workgroup

-workgroup approach: needs perspective, “tell us your needs”

-C2P2 will follow-up with FCM on opportunities to work in partnership
