Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention: P2 Planning Certificate Guideline

1.0
Background:

The need for trained pollution prevention practitioners is increasing. Interest from professionals wanting to advance their pollution prevention knowledge and skills is expected to expand. Equally important, businesses are looking for reassurance that the professional they hire can help their organization implement successful change. 

In an effort to address these issues, the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention (C2P2) has developed guidelines for issuing Pollution Prevention Planning Certificates, as a result of successful completion of a P2 course or equivalent. It should be emphasized that the certificate acknowledges the person’s completion of appropriate training and preparation of an acceptable a P2 plan and does not provide ongoing certification as a P2 planner.   The certificate does not address the education, personal attributes and other skills that may be vital to working through the planning process. 

2.0 Requirements:

· Complete a minimum 15 hours training in pollution prevention through a workshop or short course recognized by the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention. 
· Submit a P2 Plan for an actual or fictitious company within 8-12 weeks of concluding the training. 

· follow the format outlined in the model P2 Plan template (Table 4.1-P2 Planning & Beyond). 

· the P2 Plan could be on any pollutant; hazardous, toxic or otherwise.

- include a minimum of two P2 options. 

- plans will be evaluated on completeness and thoroughness. 

2.1 Plans submitted will be reviewed by 3 person Review Committee chaired by the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention. The Committee will represent active members/sponsors of the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention. The panel will review the P2 Plan objectively and contact the applicant for additional information if required.  With the exception of the C2P2 participation, the members of the Review Committee may rotate to ensure those with direct knowledge of the sector which is subject of the P2 Plan are involved in the review process.  Incomplete plans will not be processed until such time as the applicant has provided the requested information.

3.0 Notification 

Those who successfully complete the plan will be notified in writing. C2P2 members who plans are certified will be posted on the C2P2 website. 

4.0 Membership

Those P2 planners who are not currently members of the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention will be required to purchase an annual membership of $ 150 discounted for the first year only. The benefits to membership include information sharing opportunities such as access to P2 Practitioners list server, monthly updates and quarterly newsletter as well as profile. 

5.0 Grandfathering

Individuals who believe they have achieved the equivalent of 15 hours of training through extensive pollution prevention planning work experience or on-the job training may be in a position to have the training requirement waived.  However, these individuals will still be required to submit a plan and have it evaluated on the basis of completeness and thoroughness.  

Plans submitted by those wishing to be grand fathered must be accompanied by a listing of pollution prevention job experience in a format provided by C2P2. Anyone, in this position is asked to contact the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention. 

A 3 person Grandfathering Review Committee chaired by the Canadian Centre for Pollution Prevention will review grandfathering applications.  This Commitee will be selected by the Canadian Pollution Prevention Roundtable(CPPR)  Pollution Prevention Planning (P3) Workgroup from among the P3 Workgroup members. 

Any individual granted P2 planning certification through the grandfathering clause will be required to purchase an annual membership of $ 350  if that person or their company is not a member of the C2P2.
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
